Can you think of
an example of both from your life?

Question: When have you made a big decision based
solely on “leaning on Jesus” and what the Bible says?

e Inall your ways acknowledge Him
All = means “ALL”
Acknowledge = to recognize God’s authority in your life.

e He will make your paths straight.
The New Living Translation states verse 6b as ... he
will show you which path to take.”

A guide is way better than a map.

Questions: What is the most difficult area of your life
currently that you haven’t yet acknowledge the Lord in?
What is the one key hindrance that is keeping you from
making that decision? When will you address it?
